There's not thousands of surfers in Corsica, maybe even not
hundreds...

That builds up pretty mellow feelings indeed, as far as i've seen it.
If you happen to surf there, you might find yourself in

the middle of a bunch of friends surfing for the fun of it.
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General Corsica is mainly a country/mountain island and this very spot,
because it is located into one of the main cities, is among the easiest
to find. Get there to check the swell and enjoy your first surf in
Corsica.
